CALENDAR DESCRIPTION:
This course surveys the global history of the Second World War including causes, outcomes and the

social memory of the war. Selected aspects of its military, political, social and economic effects of

the war will be examined.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:
This course intends to provide students with
¢ An overview of the causes, course, and global impacts of the Second World War.
¢ An understanding of the questions historians pose, the challenges they face, and the tools
they employ in their work.
¢ Improved skills in collecting, interpreting, and presenting information.
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LEARNING OUTCOMES:
e Students will be able to recall a timeline of the Second World War, identify and explain the
causal factors and other significant details for each, and use this information to participate in
class discussions and answer questions on tests and examinations.
e Students will be able to employ their recollection of the Second World War to interpret
causes and likely results of events and discuss these ideas in class and on Moodle forums.
¢ Students will be able to analyze historical work and recognize issues within it and discuss
these ideas in class and on Moodle forums.
¢ Students will be able to formulate appropriate research questions; identify, select, and
investigate appropriate sources; interpret the resulting information; and construct written
responses in essay form.

All research assignments are to be submitted electronically before 8am the morning after the due date.
Work submitted after the deadline will be assessed at a diminishing value of 10% for every 24 hour
period or part thereof to a minimum value of 50% of the grade. Late work will be accepted up to 8am
the morning of the day of the final exam. Extensions will only be considered when students contact the
instructor prior to the deadline and present evidence of extenuating circumstances. Work submitted
more than five days past the due date will be graded but will not receive comments.

Students will be assessed on their research, synthesis and writing in the course assignments. The
presentation of information in terms of organization and writing will be given equal weight in

grading to the research and analysis.

There will be two tests scheduled during the term and a final exam written during the exam period

in April.
