GPRC Fairview recieve new unmanned vehicle
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This week Grande Prairie Regional College's Fairview campus will receive an unmanned vehicle system to play with.
The vehicle's arrival marks the campus moving ahead in its partnership with the Canadian Centre for Unmanned Vehicles Systems and Peace Region Economic Development Alliance, and their mutual goals, put to paper late last year with the signing of a Memorandum of Understanding.
A first move forward came with the CCUVS setting up shop at Fairview campus with its new northwestern office.
With the arrival of this first system, test flights, tests of ground vehicles and training will be the next items to tackle as the project continues.
"This partnership is a natural fit with the facilities of our Fairview campus," said Bruce Rutley, director for the GPRC Centre for Research and Innovation, in a press release put out by the college Tuesday.
"The community of Fairview is equipped with an airport, which is off commercial airspace, which means it is readily available for training and testing use, and the facilities (at Fairview campus) are well suited to any office or shop needs."
"This project has enormous potential for the advancement of research in the field of robotics, and we are alert to the numerous educational directions that this initiative opens for learners in our region," said Don Gnatiuk, GPRC president in the same press release.
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
