Beaverlodge Research Farm To Offer Honeybee Diagnostic Service 
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A little over $925,000 from the Rural Alberta Development Fund is going towards a "Honeybee Diagnostics Service" at the Beaverlodge Research Farm.
Honeybee mortality rates have spiked in the last five years, and the Peace Region is a natural place for the work to be done, since it's responsible for 40% of the Alberta beekeeping industry.
The service will do testing beekeepers, government departments and researchers from across the country and conduction risk-assessment of import or export of bee stock.
The Centre for Research and Innovation Executive Director Bruce Rutley says the partnership of the GPRC, the CRI, and research farm is really why this program is possible.
The GPRC is also looking at revitalizing it's beekeeper technology training program once offered at the Fairview campus.
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
