COURSE DESCRIPTION:

AR2410 Drawing is an introductory level studio designed to develop basic
perceptual and recording skills primanly through the use of monochromatic
media. The course will cover the basic principles and techniques of drawing. This
s a studio based coursa involving mainly still life, the human figure and

landscape.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

During this course the student will:

1. Perceive visual relationships in the environment and record these
perceptions in terms of the elements of art (line, shape, value and texture)

2. |dentify and apply the principles of aesthetic unity { balance, rhythm,
repetition, dominance and contrastivariety) to the organization of the
elements of visual art

3, Manipulate the elements of visual art on a two dimensional surface
through using the principles of depth perception.




4. Exhibit a basic working knowledge of the fundamental technigues and
materials of drawing including the use of pencil, conte and charcoal.

Will be datermined by the instructor. Students will be expected o invest a

minimum of six hours a week out of class.
