COURSE DESCRIPTION:  
 

FR0120 and 0130 together are equivalent to the French 10, 20, and 30 programs in high school.  The course 

moves at a rapid pace because it covers approximately the same content contained in the three-course high school 

program. Nevertheless, FR0120 is a beginner’s course and no prior knowledge of French is required or expected.   

 

OBJECTIVES:    

 

In FR0120, the primary objective is to develop skills in all four language areas - listening, speaking, reading, and 

writing. Upon successful course completion, students will have knowledge and competency with reading, 

writing, speaking, and understanding. You will learn basic vocabulary, grammar, common expressions for  

conversation, and simple sentence structures, including how to ask questions and how to answer them - in the 

present, the future, and the past.

Besides the textbook, there is a combined workbook/lab manual, to be completed on your own which will give 

you supplemental practice using language elements introduced in the textbook.  Refer to the answer key provided 

for self-correction.  The lab (oral) portion of the workbook will be completed in class. 

 

OUTSIDE ACTIVITIES: 

 

Language acquisition depends on contact with and use of the language.  The lab/workbook exercises are to be 

completed on your own. Access these exercises through the website via http://www.mhhe.com/visavis4 

(Student Edition/Home/Audio program). It is helpful to note that quizzes are based on the additional self-tests of 

vocabulary and grammar. Avail yourself of every possible opportunity to hear, speak, and read French (TV, radio, 

magazines, etc.).  You are encouraged to find someone with whom you may practice and study.
