CALENDAR DESCRIPTION:  

This course examines pirates and piracy in their political, economic, technological, and social context 

from antiquity to present. Particular attention will be paid to the role of the emerging state in 

defining, sanctioning, and punishing piracy; the role of gender and class in the social world of the 

pirate; and the social memory and popular image of the pirate.

history. 

 Students will be able to distinguish between the fictional portrayal and popular image of 

pirates and the historical reality.

investigate appropriate primary and secondary sources; interpret the resulting information; 

and construct written responses in essay form.
